Full attention must be given to driving at all times in order to reduce the

risk of an accident. Using a phone while driving (even with a hands free kit)

can cause distraction and lead to an accident. You must comply with local

laws and regulations restricting the use of wireless devices while driving.
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Operating Machinery
Full attention must be given to operating the machinery in order to
reduce the risk of an accident.

Product Handling

General Statement on Handling and Use

You alone are responsible for how you use your phone and any

consequences of its use.

You must always switch off your phone wherever the use of a phone is

prohibited. Use of your phone is subject to safety measures designed to

protect users and their environment.

e Always treat your phone and its accessories with care and keep it in a
clean and dust-free place.

o Do not expose your phone or its accessories to open flames or lit tobacco
products.

e Do not expose your phone or its accessories to liquid, moisture or high
humidity.

e Do not drop, throw or try to bend your phone or its accessories.
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e Do not use harsh chemicals, cleaning solvents, or aerosols to clean the
device or its accessories.

e Do not paint your phone or its accessories.

e Do not attempt to disassemble your phone or its accessories, only
authorized personnel can do so.

o Do not expose your phone or its accessories to extreme temperatures,
minimum - [5] and maximum + [50] degrees Celsius.

Do not grip the phone too tightly.

Press the buttons lightly.

Use the special features which are designed to minimize the times of
pressing buttons, such as Message Templates and Predictive Text.
Take lots of breaks to stretch and relax.

Emergency Calls

This phone, like any wireless phone, operates using radio signals, which
cannot guarantee connection in all conditions. Therefore, you must never
rely solely on any wireless phone for emergency communications.
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Loud Noise

This phone is capable of producing loud noises, which may damage your
hearing.

If your phone or its accessory has been submerged in water, punctured, or
subjected to a severe fall, do not use it until you have taken it to be checked
at an authorized service centre.

Interference

General Statement on Interface

Care must be taken when using the phone in close proximity to personal
medical devices, such as pacemakers and hearing aids.

Pacemakers

Pacemaker manufacturers recommend that a minimum separation of 15
cm be maintained between a mobile phone and a pacemaker to avoid
potential interference with the pacemaker. To achieve this, use the phone on
the opposite ear to your pacemaker and do not carry it in a breast pocket.
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Hearing Aids

People with hearing aids or other cochlear implants may experience
interfering noises when using wireless devices or when one is nearby.

The level of interference will depend on the type of hearing device and the
distance from the interference source, increasing the separation between
them may reduce the interference. You may also consult your hearing aid
manufacturer to discuss alternatives.

Medical Devices

Please consult your doctor and the device manufacturer to determine if
operation of your phone may interfere with the operation of your medical
device.

Hospitals

Switch off your wireless device when requested to do so in hospitals, clinics
or health care facilities. These requests are designed to prevent possible
interference with sensitive medical equipment.
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Aircraft

Switch off your wireless device whenever you are instructed to do so by
airport or airline staff.

Consult the airline staff about the use of wireless devices on board the
aircraft. If your device offers a ‘flight mode’, this must be enabled prior to
boarding an aircraft.

Interference in Cars

Please note that because of possible interference to electronic
equipment, some vehicle manufacturers forbid the use of mobile phones
in their vehicles unless a hands-free kit with an external antenna is included
in the installation.
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Explosive Environments

Petrol Stations and Explosive Atmospheres

In locations with potentially explosive atmospheres, obey all posted signs to
turn off wireless devices such as your phone or other radio equipment.
Areas with potentially explosive atmospheres include fuelling areas, below
decks on boats, fuel or chemical transfer or storage facilities, areas where the
air contains chemicals or particles, such as grain, dust, or metal powders.

Blasting Caps and Areas

Power off your mobile phone or wireless device when in a blasting area or
in areas posted power off “two-way radios” or “electronic devices” to avoid
interfering with blasting operations.

1. Press Home Key > tap ffj> Settings > Wireless & networks and
tick the check box by Bluetooth to turn on Bluetooth.

When the owner of the device to be paired to enter the same password or
accept the connection, the pairing is completed.

TIPS: Tick the Discoverable check box to make your phone discoverable if

other devices try to pair with your phone.
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Making the Most of Multimedia

Taking Pictures with Your Camera

Your phone has camera function. Open it by pressing Home Key > tap i
> Camera. Tap to take a shot. To view it, just tap the picture in the
right corner of the screen. Or select Menu Key > Gallery to view all your
pictures.

NOTE: Before taking a picture, click the corresponding icon on camera
screen to complete the camera-related settings.

Shooting Video with Your Camcorder

Open the camcorder by pressing Home Key >tap ffi{> Camera. Slide the
icon @B to change to Camcorder mode.

Then tap @ to start shooting, and tap @ to stop. Select the picture in the
right corner of the screen to view the video you've just shot. Or tap Menu
Key > Gallery to see all your video clips.

NOTE: You must insert the memory card before you use the camera and
camcorder.
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Listening to Your FM Radio

With the FM Radio, you can search for radio channels, listen to them, and
save them on your phone. Note that the quality of the radio broadcast
depends on the coverage of the radio station in your area. The wired headset
works as an antenna, so always connect the headset when using the radio.
e To tune in, plug your headset into your phone. Press Home key> tap
## > FM Radio.

Playing Your Music

You can play digital audio files from your phone’s memory card in Music.
Before playing music, you need to copy music files to memory card location.
1. Press Home Key >tap fHf|> Music to open the Music Screen.

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Opening Your Gallery

Sound Recorder enables you to record your voice memos. You need a
microSD card to use it.

Signing in to your Google Account lets you synchronize Gmail, Calendar,

account, you can easily create one.

Gmail

Gmail is a web-based email service that’s configured when you sign in to your
Google account.

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Using Google Talk
Google Talk is Google's instant messaging program, which enables you to
communicate with other people who also use it.

You can only add people who have a Google Account.

Google Places helps you find all kinds of businesses near you. Please enable

GPS or wireless networks in settings application, under location settings.

3. Tap a result you are interested in and check out the details and reviews
about that place. You can also see the place on Google Maps, find out
how to get there, or give that business a call.

Switching Network Modes

1. Press Home key> tap HHl|> Settings > Wireless & networks >
Mobile networks > Network Mode.

2. Select one of the following: GSM/WCDMA (auto mode), WCDMA
only, or GSM only.

Switching Networks

1. Press Home key> tap {ffj> Settings > Wireless & networks >
Mobile networks > Network operators. The phone automatically
searches for all available networks.

2. Tap a network to register manually, or tap Select automatically.
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Setting Access Point Names

To connect to the Internet you can use the default Access Point Names (APN).
And if you want to add a new APN, please contact the service provider to find
out more.

Press Home key> Menu Key > Settings > Wireless & networks >
Mobile networks > Access Point Names.

Protecting Your Phone with a Pattern

Creating Your Screen Unlock Pattern

1. Press Home key>tap fffj> Settings > Security > Set up screen
lock > Pattern.

2. Read the instructions on-screen and watch the example pattern, and
select Next twice (if needed).

3. Drag your finger to connect at least four dots, draw the pattern.

4. Touch Continue.

5. Redraw your pattern to confirm.
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Unlocking the Screen with Your Pattern

1. Press Power Key to wake up the screen.

2. Draw the pattern you set to unlock the screen.

If you make a mistake, your phone will ask you to try again.

Protecting Your Phone with a PIN or Password

Creating a PIN or Password

1. Press Home key>tap B> Settings > Security > Set up screen
lock.

2. Tap PIN or Password.

3. Read the instructions and according to this instruction to complete your
PIN or password settings.

Unlocking the Screen with Your PIN or Password
1. Press Power Key to wake up the phone.

2. Follow the onscreen prompts, long press the icon.
3. Enter the PIN or password you set.
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Disabling Screen Unlock Security

If you have created an unlock pattern, PIN or password, you can disable it.

1. Press Home key>tap > Settings > Security > Change screen
lock.

2. Draw the screen unlock pattern or enter your PIN/ password you have
created.

3. Tap None.

Protecting Your SIM Card with a PIN

Every SIM card comes with a PIN. The initial PIN is provided by your mobile

phone carrier. It's best to lock your SIM card as soon as you can.

1. Press Home key> tap fj]> Settings > Security > Set up SIM card
lock.

2. Choose which the SIM card to set lock.

3. Tick the Lock SIM card check box.

4. Enter the PIN you've been given and tap OK.

TIPS: If you enter the wrong SIM PIN more times than allowed, your SIM

card will be locked and you cannot access the mobile phone network. Contact

your operator for a PIN Unlock Key (PUK) to restore the SIM card.
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Changing Your SIM PIN

You can change the PIN you've been given to one easier for you to remember

and harder for others to guess.

1. Press Home key>tap fii|> Settings > Security > Set up SIM card
lock.

2. Make sure you already tick the Lock SIM card check box.

3. Tap Change SIM PIN.

Setting up Credential Storage
This lets you select applications to access secure certificates and other
credentials.

Enabling Secure Credentials

1. Press Home key>tap B> Settings > Security.

2. Tap Set password and create a password for the credential storage.
3. Tick the Use secure credentials box.

TIPS: You can also install encrypted certificates from your microSD card.
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Deleting Secure Credentials
1. Press Home Key > tap fifj> Settings > Security.
2. Tap Clear storage to clear credentials.

Managing Your Device Memory

Press Home Key >tap fi|> Settings > Storage.

You can view the space information of the microSD card as well as the phone

storage.

e Unmount SD card: You can unmount the microSD card to safely
remove it.

o Erase SD card: Erase all data on the microSD card.

Privacy: Reset to Factory Settings

Press Home key> tap Bl > Settings > Privacy > Factory data reset >
Reset phone > Erase everything.

WARNING: All your personal information and downloaded applications on
your phone will be erased after the resetting.

Installing an Application

You can install an application from the Android Market (Home Key >tap B

> Play Store).

You can also install a non-Marketing application if you have allowed the

installation of it. Make sure that you select an application developed for your

device and processor type before installing it.

1. Copy the application file to the microSD card and install the card on your
phone.

2. Press Home key> tap > File Manager, and open the folder where
the application file is.

3. Tap the file to start installation.

4. Read the installation instructions that come with the application and
follow it to complete the setup.

NOTE: please take your handset as the standard.
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Removing an Application

1. Press Home key> tap gH| > Settings > Applications > Manage
applications.

2. Select the application you want to delete.

3. Tap Uninstall and OK to confirm.

Moving an Application

You can move the applications downloaded or installed on your phone to the

memory card when the phone memory is full. You can also move applications

to your phone if the memory card is getting full.

NOTE: Not all applications can be move to your phone or memory card.

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Managing Other Settings

Voice Input and Output

You can set the text-to-speech and voice recognition options by pressing

You can configure accessibility options for accessibility-related applications
by pressing Home Key > tap o> Settings > Accessibility.
