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owering On/Off Your Phone

Make sure the SIM is in your device and the

battery is charged.

1. Hold the Power Key to switch on your
phone.

2. To switch it off, hold the Power Key to get
the phone options. Select Power off, and
then touch OK.

Switching to Sleep Mode

To save battery power, Sleep Mode suspends
your device to a low-power-consumption state
while the display is off. Your device also goes
into Sleep Mode automatically when the display
is automatically turned off after a certain period
of time, which you can set in Screen timeout
of the display settings.

Press the Power Key to switch to Sleep Mode.

Waking Up Your Phone

If your phone is in Sleep Mode, you can wake it

up by...

1. Pressing the Power Key to activate your
screen display.

2. Touch and hold E at the center of the
screen.
