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1 Introduction

This section includes some important information on safety
and efficient operation. Please read this section before using the

phone.

1.1 General Precautions

e The antenna is located in the top portion of the handset, be-
hind the display. When you are using the handset try to avoid
shielding the antenna area with your hand. Hold the handset
between your thumb and fingers towards the base of the
handset. This will leave the antenna area clear to transmit and
receive signals. Touching the antenna area affects call quality
and may cause the phone to operate at a higher power level
than needed.

e Keep the phone out of the reach of small children. The phone
may cause injury or be damaged.

e Protect the handset from liquids. Only use a soft dry cloth to
clean the handset.

e The handset will be damaged by liquid ingress. The handset
contains a liquid detection sticker which changes colour when
exposed to liquids. Liquid ingress is not covered by warranty
under any circumstances.

« Do not expose the handset to solvents, chemicals or abrasive

cleaning products.



Do not expose the handset or battery to prolonged direct
sunlight or temperatures exceeding 50° C. This may damage
the battery and high temperatures can shorten the life of elec-
tronic devices.

Please use original accessories only. Damage caused by non-
genuine accessories may not be covered by your warranty
terms and conditions.

As your mobile phone can produce electromagnetic field, do
not place it near magnetic items such as computer disks or
bank cards. Do not expose to metal filings which can stick to
the speaker area.

Using the phone near electrical appliances such as TV, tele-
phone, radio and personal computer may cause interference.
Do not drop or throw your handset. Rough handling can cause
physical damage.

Do not attempt to disassemble the handset or battery.

1.2 Precautions While Driving

Obey all safety regulations and do not use your phone while
driving.

Do not place your phone on an airbag or in the airbag deploy-
ment area. If a phone is in the airbag deployment area it may
be propelled with great force and cause injury to occupants of

the vehicle.



Please turn off your mobile phone at service stations as rec-

ommended.

1.3 Aircraft Safety

Please turn off your mobile phone before boarding as instruct-
ed by the airline personnel.

Disable your alarms to make sure that the phone does not
turn on during the flight.

1.4 Precautions for Medical Devices and Facilities

2 Getting Started

2.1 Insert the SIM Card

Remove the battery cover by pressing down on the back cover and
sliding the cover down. Insert the SIM card with the metal contacts

facing down and the notch on the bottom left corner as shown:

2.2 Insert the battery

1. Insert the battery carefully with the contacts located against
the gold springs - the battery will only fit one way.
2. Replace the battery cover. Make sure that the cover closes

completely.



2.3 Charging the battery

The phone can be charged in the On or Off state. Make sure that
the battery is inserted before charging.

The charger lead is keyed
and will only fit one way.
Insert the lead carefully
observing the correct align-
ment of the plug and
socket.

Warning: If you enter the wrong code three times your SIM card
will be locked. The phone will request you to enter the PUK code.

Contact your service provider to obtain the PUK code if required.

If your handset displays:

PIN: Enter the PIN supplied with your SIM card.
Emergency Invalid SIM. Emergency Calls Only.

Enter PUK code Contact your Service Provider.

4 Step by step guide

4.1 Switch Setting

The Switch on the back of the handset can be programmed to

make a call and/or send an SMS to friends or relatives simultane-

ously.

Press Down > Down > Down > Down to get to the Settings
Menu.

Go to Settings > Switch Setup > Switch to enable this feature.
The switch is Off by default.

Go to Settings > Switch Setup > Switch Number to program
your phone numbers:

1. Thefirst location will define the voice call number.

2. Location 2-5 defines the SMS numbers.

Go to Settings > Switch Setup > Switch SMS: To send an auto-
mated text message you must enter a message in this field.
When enabled and programmed, pushing the Switch Key will
send an SMS message to numbers 2-5 and initiate a call to the
first defined number.

The Alert tone (when enabled) will continue after the call until
the Switch Key is pushed back to the down position.

When the call is connected the handset automatically enables

Handsfree (speaker-phone) mode.

e The alert tone volume can be adjusted to Off, Low, Medium or
Loud.

¢ Inany state, push the Switch key down to return the phone to
standby mode.

¢ Switch Dialling is still activated when the keypad is locked.

4.2 Make and receive a call

¢ Enter the phone number using the number keys and press the
Green key to dial. If you enter a wrong digit use the Red
Key . to delete the mistake. Long press the Red key to clear
all the characters and return to the idle screen.

e Pressthe * key twice to enter ‘+ for international dialling.

*  Press the * key three times for the Wait symbol ‘W’ which will
hold dialling until the next key is pressed.

e Press the * key four times for the Pause symbol ‘P’ which adds
a3 second delay into the dialled number.

e Press the Green key to answer an incoming call, press Option
> HF on to enable speaker mode (Handsfree). Press the Red key
to end or reject the call.

e If you have set speed dial numbers, long press the numeric
keys (1 to 9) to dial the corresponding contact.

¢ Press the Volume keys to adjust volume during the call.

¢ Press and hold the 0 key to select the In Call volume level
which you can pre-define. Eg. If your normal ear-piece volume
is 3, you can set the In Call volume setting to 5 which you can
use in noisy environments to give a quick volume boost to the
earpiece if required. See Audio Settings for more information.

e Pressthe Red key to hang-up (End) the call.

4.3 Add a Contact to your Phone Book

Menu > Phone Book > Add New Contact > To Phone, To SIM >
Name > Edit

Type in the Name using the keypad letter keys, (eg press the key
once for the first letter, twice for the second letter etc.), press OK
when finished.

Press the # key to change text input modes (eZiEng, abc, Abc, ABC,
123) if required.

Menu > Phone Book > Add New Contact > To Phone, To SIM >
Number > Edit

Enter the number using the number keys, press OK when finished.
Press Done and then Yes to Save when prompted.

4.4 Make a call from the Phone Book

e Pressthe Up Arrow Key to open the Phone Book Search view.
e Press the letter keys shown on the keypad to search for the
name of your Phone Book contact.

Eg. Press 5 to search for John. Press 5 twice to search for Karen.
Use the up and down arrows to scan your Phone Book con-
tacts.

When you have selected the required contact press Option >
Dial to make a call to that contact. Select the correct number
where multiple numbers are stored.

4.5 Messages

The envelopeicon @ indicates a new message.

Press the Green key to read the message. Press the Red key to
exit.

The double envelope icon [[7] indicates the mail box is full.
Please delete some SMS messages.

From the idle screen press Down > Down to access Messages >
Write Message to start a new message. Press the Green key for
the option to save and send the SMS.

Press the # key to switch text input methods (eZiEng, abc, Abc,
ABC,123).

The Inbox shows all your received messages. Press OK to view
the message. Press Options to Reply, Delete, Text To Speech,
Forward, Delete All, Use Number, Move to (U)SIM, Copy to
(U)SIM.

The Outbox shows messages that failed to send. Sent shows
sent messages.

Drafts shows all your saved messages which have not been
sent.

Select Message Settings for Valid Time, SMS Centre Number,
Delivery Report and Cell Name Display options.

4.6 Text Input methods

1.

When editing text, press the # key to change between eZiEng,
abc, Abc, ABC and 123.

Input Letters: In abc modes, press the letter keys until the cor-
rect letter appears.

Input Words: In eZiEng mode, input each letter with a single
key press. The word updates as you enter more letters. Predic-
tive text is based on a built-in dictionary. When you have
finished writing the word confirm by pressing the Green key.
If the word is incorrect, press the Up/Down key to view other
words in the dictionary or enter using abc modes (multi-tap).
In 123 mode, press the key to enter a digit. In eZiEng mode
hold the key until the number appears.

Press the * key to open the symbols list. Press the Up/Down
keys to select a symbol. In eZiEng mode press the 1 key for
common symbols and use the Up/Down keys to highlight the
required character.

Press the 0 key to input space (not available in 123 mode).

7. Press the Red key to clear a character. Hold the Red key to de-
lete all characters.

8. Press the Up/Down keys to move the cursor to left or right.

4.7 PhoneBook

You can save names and numbers to the phone memory and the

SIM card.

¢ Select Phone Book > Add New Contact to add a new contact
to the SIM or phone.

e Select Phone Book > Quick Search to view the phone book.
Input the first letters of the name, the phone will list the cor-
responding records.

e Select Phone Book > Delete All to delete all contacts from the
phone or SIM. Or select Option > Delete in phone book list to
delete the contacts one by one.

¢ Select Phone Book > Copy All or Move All to copy or move all
from SIM to phone or phone to SIM.

e Select Phone Book > Memory Status to view SIM card and
phone memory status.

4.8 Speed Dial

¢ Once you have saved some Contacts you can assign speed dial
keys to your favourite contacts.

during an active call to remind you of the current call duration.

¢ Select Settings > Call Setup > Speed Dial > Set Number. Pro-
gram speed dial keys. Once saved, long press the key to acti-
vate Speed Dial to the preset number. Speed dial numbers can
only be set to numbers already in your Contacts.

e Select Settings > Call Setup > Handsfree. When switched on,
all calls are automatically presented in Handsfree (speaker-

4.13 Settings > Network Settings

There is no need to change any of these settings. The handset will

automatically choose the best available network.

4.14 Settings > Security Code

Select Settings > Security Code to Activate or Change PIN code/
Handset Code.

The Handset Code is shown on power on and protects the handset
from wrong use.

The PIN Code is stored on the SIM card and protects the SIM (ac-

count) from misuse.

4.15 Voice Broadcasting

Select Settings > Voice Broadcast. Your handset supports SMS/call

broadcast feature for the new, inbox messages, incoming call or

call for dial.
